FINUPHY, highly satisfied by the positive outcome of EURONS, advises the co-ordinators to do their best for a very rapid start of contract negotiations with the Commission Services. In this context, the recommendations from the evaluation panel should be implemented as soon as possible, in particular with respect to the co-ordination between EXL and EXOCHAP, and the merger of SEEN and NEEN. 6.) Opinions and Suggestions from the Users of Research Infrastructures

J. Vervier is asked to write a letter to the co-ordinators of EURONS and I3HP asking them to take up the problem of the differences in procedures for access at the various Research Infrastructures, in particular for people who do not come from a lab, and to look into the possibilities to standardise it and to establish an “access license card”.
